Mr. Jon Rolph spoke and gave a PowerPoint presentation regarding the establishment of a 
historic preservation commission.  Such a commission would demonstrate the city’s concern 
for its cultural heritage which the Council has expressed its desire to do.  By taking the 
required steps to comply with state regulations, funding and advisory assistance could be 
made available from state and federal sources to help with a program for historic 
preservation.

Mr. Jon Rolph spoke and gave a PowerPoint presentation regarding the establishment of an 
owner-occupied housing rehabilitation program for the city as part of the Council’s desire to 
revitalize the city’s older neighborhoods.  The creation of such a program would make the 
city eligible to receive state assistance for such projects subject to certain guidelines and 
conditions.  Certain administrative costs would be incurred.

TRANSITION OF COTTONWOOD AREA TRANSIT (CAT) TO THE MANAGEMENT OF NORTHERN 
ARIZONA INTERGOVERNMENTAL TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (NAIPTA) 
 
Mr. Jeff Mielbeck, General Manager of the Northern Arizona Intergovernmental Transit 
Authority (NAIPTA), spoke about the desirability of merging Cottonwood Area Transit (CAT) 
into NAIPTA.  The major advantages would be an integrated regional transit system and a 
transfer of liability to the new authority.  Employees would be offered greater opportunities 
while retaining current salaries and benefits.   
 
Direction from the Council was for staff to continue to work towards a merger date of July 
2010 subject to Council approval of a financial cost analysis and an agreement for the 
merger to be prepared by NAIPTA and presented for Council approval prior to any final 
decision being made.
