SUMMARY REPORT
OF COUNCIL DISCUSSION AND DIRECTION AT THE AUGUST 10, 2010, WORK
SESSION HELD AT 6:00 P.M. AT THE CITY COUNCIL CHAMBERS BUILDING,
826 NORTH MAIN STREET, COTTONWOOD, ARIZONA.

This summary is a statement of discussions held by and direction given to staff by the
Cottonwood City Council at a work session pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.02(D), and is being
provided as required by A.R.S. § 38-431.01(D.).

Council Members Present: Mayor Diane Joens, Vice Mayor Karen Pfeifer, Council Members
Tim Elinski, Duane Kirby, Linda Norman, Terence Pratt, and Darold Smith.

Mayor Joens called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION, AND POSSIBLE DIRECTION TO STAFF:

INSTALLATION OF HOLIDAY DECORATIONS IN OLD TOWN

The Council directed staff to proceed with the creation of the initial phase of a holiday light
show in Old Town at the Civic Center. The city will fund the expenses of $10,000 for supplies
and equipment and Yavapai Broadcasting will provide the labor and installation.

ESTABLISHING A NINE HOLE DISC GOLF COURSE AT RIVERFRONT PARK

The Council directed staff to proceed with the installation of the initial phase of a disc golf
course consisting of 9 holes located in Riverfront Park. Funding of $6,000 needed for
baskets and course development had already been budgeted by the Parks & Recreation
Department.

DEVELOPMENT OF A NEW CITY HALL BUILDING

The Council directed staff to proceed and return for the Council’s approval, a design plan for
a new city hall facility to be located on the site of the Old Town Activity Park. Funding for the
design would be provided from the city’s capital improvement fund. The facility would
consolidate the city manager’s offices, the finance, human resources, and city clerk’s
departments currently located in various facilities in Old Town, as well as provide for a new
Council Chambers, offices for the Council, and office space for Community Development and
Utility billing.
