MAIN STREET REALIGNMENT 

 

Dan Lueder, General Services General Manager, presented a staff proposal to the City 

Council to realign Main Street starting at Balboa Street through Old Town in order to 

enhance the old town district and add a town square around City Hall. 

 

The Council directed staff to pursue the idea and meet with the Old Town merchants and 

neighborhoods to receive feedback and comments.
