APPROVAL OF MINUTES—Joint Work Session of January 11, 2011

NEW BUSINESS—The following items are for Council discussion, consideration, and possible
legal action.

REQUEST FROM STAFF FOR APPROVAL TO PARTNER WITH LEDBETTER LAW FIRM, P.L.C., TO
PLACE BANNERS THROUGHOUT THE CITY OF COTTONWOOD, DEDICATED TO SPECIFIC
CITIZENS CURRENTLY SERVING OR WHO HAVE SERVED IN THE U.S. MILITARY

The Ledbetter Law Firm presented a proposal to partnership with the city for businesses and
citizens to sponsor a banner to be placed on light poles throughout the city to honor the
citizens serving or who have served in the U.S. Military. The Ledbetter Law Firm will handle
the sponsorship and printing of the banners and city staff will hang the banners on the light
poles, as well as provide guidelines for the banners. The cost of sponsoring a banner will be
approximately $150.

The Council unanimously approved the City partnering with the Ledbetter Law Firm to place
street light banners supporting the U.S. Military.

REQUEST FROM ERIC AND MICHELLE JURISIN, OWNERS OF THE TAVERN GRILLE LOCATED
AT 914 NORTH MAIN STREET, TO PLACE A SECOND OUTDOOR PATIO ADJACENT TO THE
TAVERN GRILLE WITHIN THE CITY OWNED PARKING LOT AREA ALONG NORTH MAIN STREET,
TO BE ACCOMPLISHED THROUGH THE NEGOTIATION AND EXECUTION OF A LEASE FOR THE
CITY-OWNED PROPERTY

The owners of the Tavern Grill seek to lease from the City for a piece of property adjacent to
the Tavern Grill and their new hotel. Staff will negotiate a lease with the owners. The final



lease will be considered for approval at a future council meeting.

The Council voted to approve staff negotiating a lease with the owners of the Tavern Grill for
establishment of a second outdoor patio with a dissenting vote from Council Member Kirby.

PRESENTATION BY MATTHEW CAPALBY, MANAGING PARTNER OF THE AGASSIZ GROUP, LLC,
OF THE REDISTRICTING OF ARIZONA’S LEGISLATIVE AND CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICTS

The Agassiz Group, LLC is a company that is proposing to work with the city in regards to the
redistricting that is going to occur in the state. They would represent the city and
surrounding area’s interests in the future congressional redistricting,.

The Council unanimously approved the Agassiz Group to provide a fee proposal at a future
meeting.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 577-ZONE CHANGE FROM R-1 (SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) TO
PAD (PLANNED AREA DEVELOPMENT) TO ENABLE THE CONSTRUCTION OF A SENIOR LIVING
FACILITY ON ABOUT THREE ACRES LOCATED AT THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF WEST MINGUS
AVENUE AND CANDY LANE:; FIRST READING

The developer has requested a zone ordinance change from single family residential to
planned area development to enable the construction of a three story senior living facility on
approximately three acres located at the southeast corner of the West Mingus Avenue and
Candy Lane as well as the approval of the Master Development Plan for the project.
Property owners from the area are opposed to the project citing inadequate access to their
properties; inadequate parking for the new development; and current easements that are in
place on the proposed building area.

The Council unanimously agreed to postpone the first reading of the new ordinance until a
future council meeting.
