Cottonwood Area Transit Has a New Website and Smart Phone / Tablet App for Tracking 

The Buses.  

 

In an effort to provide better information to our riders, CAT, in conjunction with RouteMatch 

Software and the City of Cottonwood IT Department, is pleased to announce a new way to find 

out where the bus is and when it will arrive at your stop. The app for Android and IOS based 

smart phones and tablets is called RouteShout. It was developed by RouteMatch for use by all 

their clients to provide real-time bus information to bus riders. The app can be downloaded from 

the Google Play Store or from the Apple store.  

 

Also, we have a new website that shows where the buses are and times for the stops. The web 

address is  http://cottonwoodaz.gov/wheres-the-bus/. You can access through any web browser, 

although Google Chrome is the recommended browser. .
