The Neighborhood Revitalization Initiative (NRI) is composed of four components: 

  

1. ‘Brush With Kindness’, to provide exterior painting for homes that have fallen into 

disrepair;  

2. ‘Ramps, Rails and Fencing’, which will provide home safety features and fence repair, 

particularly for elderly homeowners;  

3. ‘Weatherization’, to provide protection from the elements for eligible homeowners 

unable to do so themselves; and  

4. ‘Yard Clean-up and Care’.
